

Objective:

The objective of this exercise is to reinforce the concepts of eukaryotic and prokaryotic cells. With the aid of an online applet (http://www.iknowthat.com/com/L3?Area=Science+Lab&COOK), the student will investigate the different parts of animal and plant cells. The student will also learn that not all cells have the same shape. This is because different cells serve different functions.

Questions:

1. What is the difference (or differences) between a eukaryotic cell and a prokaryotic cell?

2. What type of cells do humans (animals) have?

3. What type of cells do plants have?

4. Do onion cells look the same as red blood cells? Why or why not?
5. Why do different cells have different shapes?
